Dennis Franklin finally has some room to move.  He 
takes that literally and “programmatically.” 
 
With a recent move into a new suite of offices, Liven-
grin’s Fort Washington Counseling Center can offer a 
wider array of services, for more people of all ages.  As 
program manager, Franklin has seen his staff deal with 
space limitations that restricted their ability to expand 
programs for the rising public need.  Now the ribbon 
is ready to be cut on a new era in addiction treatment 
for residents, schools, agencies and healthcare profes-
sionals in Montgomery County. 
 
Since 1993, Livengrin has assisted a range of Montco 
residents, from those needing changes with their habits 
and choices to avoid addiction, to patients leaving  
residential rehab but still requiring intensive weekly 
treatment to ensure successful sobriety. 
 
At the new Fort Washington address (just up the road 
from the prior site) Dennis now has more options.  He 
is revitalizing our Adolescent Program to assist  
parents, schools and municipal health and legal agen-
cies to guide young people to a safer, positive life.  
“Our education and awareness programs allow young 
patients to maintain academic schedules,” Franklin 
observes.  “We also involve families actively, because 
addiction affects everyone, not just the confused 
youngster who’s looking for escape, acceptance or a 
way to feel better at a tough time in life.” 
 
Treatment options are available to young people in 
school or the healthcare system that need help before 
they “go over the line,” parents needing a place to turn 
for information and guidance, and agencies referring 
adolescents that may not need intensive outpatient 
care but have an identified problem.  As Franklin says, 
“With Livengrin’s ‘continuum of care’ we can provide 
the same service as for adults.  In an assessment, we 
can identify someone’s particular need, be it intensive 
outpatient or just an awareness course, and the patient 
can go directly there to receive the help they require.”
