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 Helen, We’re Sorry to Lose You 
Through more than eighteen years, the dedication and deter-
mination of Helen Weigand have brought the kind of results 
that changes, and saves, lives.  From her work as D.U.I. Coor-
dinator for Lower Bucks County, through the countless hours 
serving on Bucks County “victim impact panels” to the suc-
cessful passage of last year’s ruling – “Alice’s Law,” named 
after her daughter – to establish those panels statewide, Helen 
has been a force for public education, victim’s representation 
and the fight against drinking and driving.  She has moved on 
to a new professional opportunity, and Livengrin will miss her 
feisty outlook and boundless energies. 

The wheels of the legislative process are turning on a bill that will help 
streamline services to individuals in need of drug and alcohol treatment and 
prevention.  A June endorsement by the Pennsylvania House of Representa-
tives is being followed by Senate action. 
 
Bucks County Representative Gene DiGirolamo (R), one of the strongest 
voices in the Commonwealth for these issues, is the key author of the bill. 
 
House Bill 614 establishes a separate state agency to streamline all of the  
various drug and alcohol treatment programs available in the state.  
DiGirolamo believes that a separate state agency, to be called the Department 
of Drug and Alcohol Programs, will better help individuals and their families 
by having a closer ear to the Governor’s Office. 
 
“This legislation is designed to help provide better access to people in need of 
treatment for drug and alcohol issues,” said 
DiGirolamo.  “There needs to a better way for 
individuals and families to get the information 
they need to find help.  A cabinet-level agency 
that has direct interaction with the governor not 
only will help advance the issues of drug and  
alcohol rehabilitation, but (should also mean) 
increased state funding for its programs.” 
 
The new department and its cabinet-level secre-
tary would develop a plan to coordinate services 
provided by state agencies, along with additional 
health and rehabilitation efforts.  A model for 
controlling drug and alcohol abuse and depend-
ence at the local level, with coordination between 
municipalities, would be initiated.   
 
“We’re pleased to see that our local Representative, and others in Harrisburg, 
are working to move drug and alcohol issues to their own department in the 
state government,” commented Livengrin CEO Rick Pine.  “So many people 
need this sort of representation and attention to their interests.” 
 
As September rolls around, HB614 is moving through the Senate Public 
Health & Welfare Committee.  Pennsylvania voters everywhere can express 
their opinion by contacting Sen.
